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USE AND DISCLOSURE OF PROTECTED HEALTH INFORMATION:  NATIONAL SECURITY

PROCEDURE:  Bluebonnet Trails Community Services (BTCS) may disclose protected health information to authorized federal authorities to conduct intelligence, counter-intelligence and national security activities, or for the protection of the President or other persons by the Secret Service.  

Health services operated by the Department of State may disclose protected health information as needed to enable that department to determine medical suitability for foreign service, issue security clearances, or authorize families to accompany a foreign service officer overseas.   

Definitions:

Disclosure:  Releasing, transferring, providing access to or divulging in any manner protected health information outside BTCS.

Protected Health Information (PHI):  Any information that BTCS creates or receives that relates to the past, present or future physical or mental health condition of a consumer; or payment for services provided to the consumer; and which identifies or can be used to identify the consumer.

Use:  The sharing, employment, application, utilization, examination or analysis of protected health information within BTCS.
